CATSO Metropolitan Transportation Plan will serve
as an update to the 2050 CATSO LedRagnge
Transportation Plan, which was finalized in 2019.

Not only is it important to update the plan to reflect
new needs and challenges related to transportation, but
it is also important to update the plan so that the
Columbia region can receive federal funding for
transportatiorrelated projects. Federal law requires
that the Columbia Area Transportation Study
Organization (CATSO) update the region's
Metropolitan Transportation Plan every five years to
be eligible to receive federal funding for various
transportatiorrelated projects.
